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UB Martial Arts Program Approved
The first school in the nation to offer bachelor’s Press Release

The university’s plan to offer
a bachelor’s degree program in

Martial Arts Studies — the first such
program in the nation — won the 

unanimous approval of the Board of
Governors for Higher Education in
Connecticut on Oct. 20. That means
UB will start recruiting students
for the program immediately.

Dr. Thomas Ward serves as
dean of the International College,
where the program will be housed.
“The major is a liberal arts program
with a specific focus on the martial
arts,” Ward said. In addition to
the martial arts, students in the
major have the option to choose
a minor or a concentration in
the health sciences, business,
psychology, or communication.

The studies in the major will
cover the theory and practice of
martial arts, and include the study of

East Asian culture and philosophy,
international political economy and
diplomacy, and psychology. There 

will be a language requirement as
well. Students will take at least 12

In the fall of 1989 Professor Thomas
joined the history faculty. He retired in May of
2003. While at UB he taught history, humanities,

political science, and FYS.
Before “retirement” that word

conjured up frightening images propagated
by anxious well-wishers who warned of a
moribund dead-end, as though this crinkling
artifact was to recede adrift, listless, and
alone into the sunset. A recent experience
suggests quite the opposite, a renaissance
toward new beginnings. This new direction
may lead to a very different form of teaching,
that is, to convey a means for myself and
others to improve one’s energy, focus, and
health. Instead of being Lamont Thomas,
Senior Lecturer in History, I might become
Lao Shan, Instructor in Qigong and Tai Chi.

This all began in September with a
200 hour teacher certification program in the
ancient Chinese healing medicine of Qigong
and Tai Chi. Twenty-one of us convened
at the lovely, secluded - no television,

newspapers, and rarely a cell phone -
meditative center of Omega Institute in the
Adirondack Mountains. Our goal was to
feel, bathe, and cultivate the power of Qi, the
ancient Chinese term for universal energy
force within and surrounding us all. What
a contrast to preparing droning lectures at
UB!

Our mentor was Dr. Roger Jahnke,
doctor of oriental medicine, director of the
Institute of Integral Qigong and Tai Chi in
Santa Barbara, California, and co-founder
of the National Qigong Association in the
United States. Our student population,
like UB’s, was refreshingly international,
diversified, and ageless: I was clearly the
encrusted artifact, known to a few as “old
mountain,” hence the name Lao Shan.
We engaged in a revered meditative and
physical practice begun some 2000 years
ago in central China. Given my activist
historical proclivity, I enthusiastically
fell into line.

Qigong, meaning “energy
cultivation,” establishes the fundamental
principles common the martial arts, known as
Tai Chi. Both Qigong and Tai Chi are based
upon respecting and activating the most basic
life force known to mankind, the natural
energy within and about us. Ancient Chinese
masters taught that Qi may be drawn from
the heavens, yang, and from the earth, yin.
Qi from they/w and .yang maximize ultimate
health, healing, and well-being. Intellectual

Abortion is an issue that is close to home for me. It is
not because I have had one or plan to in the near future, but
simply because 1 am a woman and I hate being told what to do.
This debate is about a woman’s right to choose. If men could
have children I do not think we would have the same problem.
Women carry this burden and I believe that it is up to us to
choose what is right, not die church, and especially not narrow
minded politicians.

I believe the only reason politicians have anything to do
with this issue is religious belief. Even though our country and
our government “guarantees” a separation between church and
state a little religion still slips in through the guise of “moral
values.” What does that even mean? It has absolutely nothing
to do with science, medicine or even a basic understanding of
human nature. You cannot stifle human nature: People are
going to have sex, some for pleasure, some for profit and some
for procreation (and in any combination of die three). Sex is
completely natural, necessary and can be a beautiful and highly
pleasurable thing.

Sexual intercourse can lead to pregnancy (even when
die best available protection is used). Abortion is a medical
procedure that is safely performed everyday in clinics around
the country and has been done so legally since 1973 when the
Supreme Court ruled that the Fourteenth rXmendment protects
a woman’s right to terminate a pregnancy through abortion. If
women were to have their rights restricted it would not have
much(if any) affect on dieir sexual practices. Before abortion
was legally available, woman sought out abortions illegally
and even performed them on themselves without competent
medical supervision. There is no reason to believe that it would
not happen again if women were to be put in the same situation.
Ever heard of the term, “coat-hanger abortion”?

In recent years women have had another option, “Plan
B,” commonly known as the “Morning After” pill. To those
people who say that the Morning /Xfter pill gives a person carte
blanche to be act promiscuously and in an unsafe manner, I
would say, I agree. It is no different than giving a person car
insurance, it allows some people who behave recklessly to not
be financially responsible for the damage they inflict. However,
it also protects the victim and other people who have bad luck
and end up in an accident (and it is illegal to drive a car without
it). People who don’t feel they are ready to be a parent should
not be one. A pregnant woman must act with responsibility
from the moment she conceives and a lot of people are
incapable of doing so (I cannot keep a plant alive much less
care for a screaming infant).

The Morning After pill is quick, safe and less invasive than
actual abortion. “Plan B,” can be taken up to 120 hours after
the fact (condom malfunction, no condom, eta). A pregnancy
test is often administered because the morning after pill will
not abort a pregnancy, but exposure to such a high level of
hormones can cause damage to the fetus. In December
2003 the FDA’s Nonprescription and Reproductive Health
Drugs Committees met and decided by a vote of 23 to 4 to
recommend that Emergency contraceptive pills be allowed
over-the-counter status. In May 2004 the Food and Drug
Administration(FDA) denied Plan B emergency contraception
over-the-counter status. Emergency contraceptive pills are still
available only through prescription here in the United States,
but are available over-the-counter if you are sixteen years of
age or older in other countries (Great Britain since 2001) that
value medical knowledge over such narrow mindedly political
agendas. Research suggests that over the counter access to
emergency contraception could ------ -------------------------------

Over many assassination attempts

over the decades, a week in a coma and
a cold night in France brought peace to
Yasser Arafat on Thursday, November 11,
2004.

“With our soul, with our blood, we
will support you, Abu Ammar (Arafat),”
chanted supporters on Thursday in Egypt.

For a man whose rise occurred over
generations and carried many on his
shoulders for years, Arafat’s name appeared
as bread to the hungry. What can be said
about a man whose goodness did not

Yellow Ribbon Death of Troops in Iraq by Month

In June 2004, the United States
and Britain presented the United
Nation’s Security Council with a
Resolution for American coalition
troops to depart from Iraq by January
2006. Although the Resolution did not
deem such a departure to be mandatory,
pressures from China, Germany, and
France (the leading nations opposed
to the war) instigated the presentation
from both countries. It is expected that
by December 2005 the Coalition troops
will depart. It is believed that this
will give the Iraqi governing council
a chance to rebuild the country. For
now, there is a sense that as long as
American troops remain in Iraq, peace
in Iraq regions will not exist.

With such pressures from the
world’s nations, and a promise of the
return of troops from Iraq in sight an
increase in patriotism has been seen.
The American automobiles from the
East Coast to the West Coast have
been decorated with yellow stickers
proclaiming, “Support Our Troops,” or
“Bring Our Troops Back.” To the right
are the silenced numbers of fatalities
that are not visible to the American or
British public.

It has come to my attention that most male written,
pro-life statements have left the authors open to the
extreme scrutiny of the public. “What does he know about
a woman’s body? He has no right to say what women can
and can’t do ... etc.” This modem wave of liberalism has
long been argued and debated (a dead horse debate many­
times over). Meanwhile being labeled a bigot leaves many
a conservative man with no friends at the lunch table.

So I propose a little less of a confronting view on
the average Pro-Life v. Pro-Choice debate.

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The reasons women have for aborting are, for the most part,
economic. The vast majority of women named interference with job
or school, or being unable to afford a baby, as a reason for choosing
abortion.

Giving women a way out of motherhood does not really give
freedom to women. It fails to address the problem of society not
helping or supporting women’s needs when having children. I always
hear about women having to make decisions between their careers or
having a child. In the extreme case a woman on the verge of poverty
seems forced to choose between her economic survival and a child’s
life.

Therefore I propose, rather than demanding the ‘right’ of a
woman to kill her offspring in order to fit into the present world where
it’s economically hard for women to have children, men and women
should be working to create inexpensive, readily available childcare,
a workplace or school that acknowledges the needs of mothers,
including flexible scheduling and maternity leave, and welfare that
works to re-integrate a woman into the workforce. This is a change
to a world where women and child bearing is respected, rather than
being punished. •

If there is a new focus in both camps, all these cases coaling
with abortion possibly would be less about death and more about
life. Neither side likes using the word “Abortion” (associated with
killing), they instead use “Pro-Life” and “Pro-Choice” because in the
end, no one wants anyone to have to die or be denied a happy present
and future life.

credits in Chinese, Japanese or Korean.
They will also have the option of pursuing
practica in either taiji or tae kwon do,
as well as study other martial arts.

Ward said the martial arts are
considered a way of developing character
and accepting discipline that builds self-
esteem. He anticipates that the program
will encourage students to examine that
thesis by studying the growing literature on
the psychosocial impact of the martial arts.

Professor Mark K. Setton, an East
Asian scholar who holds a doctorate from
Oxford and Professor Yongbom Kim, a
grand master who holds a master’s degree
in tae kwon do and directs the UB martial
arts center, will play key roles in the
development of the program, Ward said.

“We’ve been planning this program
for a couple of years,” Ward said. “We
think it’s important and will be well-
received. It certainly had the support
from the state, and from the martial
arts communities in the Northeast.”

I am a financial counselor.

What do you like about UB?

I like the diversity, the different people
you see. Every person that comes
into my office is unique in their own
way and you have to deal with them
individually, putting aside your biases.

How do you feel about the
current Pell Grant slashes?

Well, there hasn’t really been a slash, but
the amount of money that the government
projected for this academic year has not
been able to be met. A single student
was supposed to be able to receive up to
$6,000 for the year. Instead, a student can
only receive up to $4,050 for this academic
year. So, the Pell Grants didn’t lake a slash,
they’ve just remained the same as last year.

What improvements do you believe
should be made in financial aid?
Because of the large student turnout here at
financial aid the greatest challenge is to start
and complete work without interruption.

Currently, we are trying to put everything
online. We hope to do this by the next
academic year. In the future students will be
able to access their awards online and they
will also be able to accept or reject their
awards online. There have already been a
lot of positive improvements which started
at the registrar. Students no longer have to
come to the registrar in order to know their
grades, they are now accessible online.

What is the best thing about
financial aid here at UB?

The best thing is that 95% of all the
students that come to UB get aid one way
or another. The loan program we have
here is great, and we have a good program
with Citi Bank and Sally Mae for loans.
Some international students are even able
to receive scholarships before they leave
their country and not many schools do that.

Is there anything else you would like to add?

Yes, students who want to work and have
work-study funds could easily go to career
services and apply for a job and be given
the opportunity to work. We are also
starting a new program to find students
within the University who are interested
in teaching school children how to read
and write. We hope to implement this by
next semester. And finally, for students
who want to withdraw in the middle of
the semester, [they] should first speak
with their academic advisor but also come
and see Financial Aid in order to see
how it affects their financial aid packet.

Men’s Basketball Faces UConn in Preseason Matchup

In the season-opening
exhibition game for the UB Purple
Knights, the team fell to Division
I UConn Huskies by a final of
97-64 at Gampel Pavilion before
an announced crowd of 10,167.
Prior to the tipoff, the Huskies
unveiled dieir 2004 NCAA Division
I National Championship banner,
won last season with a rout of
Georgia Tech in die NCAA Final.

The Purple Knights came
out playing the Huskies tough in
the early going, holding two leads
of 5-4 and 7-6 before UConn
went on a 40-13 run to put the 

game out of reach. At the half,
UB trailed by a 52-26 margin.

In the second half, UB came
out strong and cut the lead to
21 at 59-38 with 14:48 left on a
dunk by Kevin Jeffreys. That was
as close as the Purple Knights
would get diough as UConn
pushed to a 32-point advantage at
86-54 widi 5:28 left on die clock.

Fall Sports Enjoy Unprecedented Success

With the regular seasons wrapping up and
postseason play underway, the University of
Bridgeport fall athletic teams have enjoyed
unprecedented success in 2004. All three
teams qualified^ for their respective NYCAC
Tournaments,' making UB the only school out
of die 13 NYCAC member schools to place a
team in each of the three tournaments. Below is
a summary of each of our teams and how they
have fared until this point in the season (Nov. 8th).

Avichay Alkotzer

Men’s Soccer - Under head coach Brian Quinn,
the Purple Knights have compiled an overall record
of 12-7 and are hoping for the opportunity to
capture a third straight ECAC Championship when
the ECAC field is announced on Tuesday morning.
The program has been ranked regionally all season
and was ranked as high as 17th in the country at one
point The team placed five players onto the NYCAC
All-Conference teams, with leading scorer Cheikh
Diop earning a First Team selection after posting a
team-high 17 goals and seven assists for 41 points.
Joining him on the First Team were midfielder
David Tuesta and goalkeeper Javier Decima. On die
Second Team were midfielders Jorge Tuesta and Sana
Sarr, the NYCAC Male Scholar-Athlete of the Year.

Women’s Soccer - The Purple Knights,
ranked as high as 21st in the nation dais season,
have compiled another impressive season and are
currendy 12-6-1 overall. The Purple Knights look
for dieir third-straight ECAC bid when die field is
announced on Tuesday morning. Ranked regionally
throughout the entire season, die Purple Knights
again played one of the toughest schedules in the
program’s history and came away with a number of
hard-fought wins. The most historical win so far
was die win over 18th-ranked Adelphi by a 1-0 final
in Garden City, N.Y. The team placed four athletes
on the NYCAC All-Conference teams, led by First
Team midfielder Annika Robertsson, who was also
named the NYCAC Rookie of the Year. On the
Second Team were forwards Lilja Valthorsdottir and
Rut Bjarnadottir, as well as sophomore goalkeeper
