Bridgeport, CT
Led by a 29-point, 17-
rebound performance from
tournament MVP Mike
Rosario, the UB men’s
basketball team claimed
the 2005 ECAC Division
II Men’s Basketball
Championship with an SO-
67 win over No. 2 seed Holy
Family on Sunday afternoon
at UB’s Hubbell Gym.

Duma Qualifies for NCAA Division II
Championships

first ever NCAA Division II Women’s
Swimming & Diving Championship
qualifier, placing 5th in the Women’s
400 Individual Medley at the 2005
ECAC Swimming & Diving Champi­
onships held at University of Pittsburgh
February 25 - 27. Her time of 4:34.26
eclipsed the NCAA Division II auto­
matic qualifying standard (4:34.29) by
a mere .03 seconds. Duma was able to
virtually erase the disappointment of
disqualifying out of the 400 IM at the
Metropolitan Collegiate Swimming &
Diving Conference Championships a
week earlier with a flawless swim that
dropped 4.47 seconds off her best time
(4:38.73) of the season.

Duma will now compete in four
individual events at the NCAA Divi­
sion 11 Women’s Swimming & Diving
Championships in Orlando, FL, March
9-12. Listed below arc her events, en­
try time and current national ranking
and day of the event at the champion­
ships:
400-yd Individual Medley - 4:34.26
- 14th - Thursday, March 10
200-yd Butterfly - 2:09.22 - 17th - Fri­

Thursday, March 10

The above rankings are for
any NCAA Division II swimmer who 

has achieved at least an NCAA “B”
qualifying standard. A student-athlete
must achieve at least one NCAA “A”
standard to compete at the champion­
ship meet, so the rankings will change
once the entry deadline expires Friday,

March 4. At the NCAA championships
any student-athlete that finishes in the
top 8 of any event will earn All-Amer-
ica honors and placing 9th -16th earns
Honorable Mention All-America hon­
ors.

It is believed that the University
of Bridgeport’s Women’s Swimming &
Diving Team is the first NCAA program
to qualify a student-athlete to the NCAA
Swimming & Diving Championships,
at any division, in their inaugural sea­

NCAA play on Friday. UB learns their
NCAA destination on Sunday night in
a selection show that will be covered
live on www.ncaasports.com.
Tough defense was the turning point
early on as UB jumped out to a 15-0
lead in the game's first eight minutes.
NYIT turned the ball over eight
limes in that stretch, including a pair
of shot clock violations. The Purple
Knights went into the half with a 29-
16 advantage and held NYIT to just
17.9 percent shooting from the field 

in the game’s first 20 minutes.
NYIT came out strong in the second
half, but UB was able to continue its
outstanding defense and shoot 39.1
percent to keep the lead in double
digits most of the way. Bridgeport
built the advantage to as large as 20
points with under a minute remaining
before UB won by the final 16-point
margin.
In addition to Ross, All-Tournament
selection Desaraya Williams finished
in double figures with 14 points on
6-of-7 shooting from the field. The

just 24.6 percent
from the field for the game, including
2-of-15 from three-point land.
UB is now 22-8 overall and clinches
thebest-ever single-season turnaround
in NCAA Division 11 women’s
basketball history. Under first-year
head coach Mark McCaleb, UB has
improved by 17.5 games from a year
ago as last year’s team posted a 3-
24 overall record. The old record for
improvement was 16.5 games, set by
Christian Brothers University a year
ago.
