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Campus Security increases safety efforts and ask students
to be careful as well

In an effort to provide safety and security
both on campus and off campus, Campus Se­
curity has been working with the Bridgeport
Police Department to increase patrols on and
around campus. However, they ask that stu­
dents be careful as well, for keeping them safe
provides an effort on their part as well.

“We have an.office here for the Bridgeport
Police Department to work in,” mentioned
April Voumelis, Executive Director of Campus
Security. “We’ve been meeting with the police
department, and have begun working on a range
of programs to increase security.”

When asked to explain more about this, April
stated, “We’ve increased patrols and police pres­
ence. Additionally, the police have been doing
‘shakedowns’, where they make contact with
small groups of people that seem suspicious
and gather their names and contact information.
The police have also increased their presence
around campus during night-time, more specifi­
cally, past 7 pm.”

According to George Estrada, Vice-Pres­
ident for Facilities, Campus Security and the
Bridgeport Police Department “have had a long
history of working together to keep students
and faculty safe here on campus.”

He explains that the PAL system “is very ex­
pensive, and many schools choose not to use it 

because it is so expensive. Despite this, we con­
tinue to use it because it is safe and reliable, but
students need to know how to use it correctly.”

“We’ve started to work on programs to
teach students to be safer on and off campus.
This includes programs to teach students how
to correctly use the PAL system; they think you
simply have to tap it, but that won’t work. They
need to put pressure on the button,” Voumelis
said.

“Students also need to understand that PALs
don’t work off campus. It only works within
the limits of the campus,” added George Estra­
da. “One thing that we ask students to do is to
check their PAL system at least once a month.
There are various places on campus where this
can be done, and it won’t take too much of your
time.”

They encourage students to do their own
part in keeping themselves safe. “Students
should try to walk in groups, and travel in well-
lit and well-traveled areas. Though there’s a bus
stop near Bodine, we feel the area is somewhat
isolated and ask students to use the bus stop in
front of the Ped Mall. Students should also stay
off their cell phones, because it can take too
much attention away from their surroundings,”
Voumelis added.

“They also need to make sure to have their
PALs where they have quick access to it,” Es­
trada said.

“Many students keep it inside their back­
pack or have it attached to the backpack, and
that makes it difficult for them to access it when
they need it,” Voumelis said.

“Also, the ‘see something, say something’
doesn’t apply only to subways and airports,”
Estrada mentioned.

“If you feel like something is wrong, then
press the PAL,” Voumelis said.

They ask that students stay within campus
limits when travelling from one place to anoth­
er. Though it can take them slightly longer to
get to a certain part of campus or to a certain
bus stop by staying within campus limits, it
does provide safety.

Students should be aware that these safety
tips should be applied at all times of the day,
especially off campus.

“I am happy to see that they are getting ac­
tively involved. The Timely Warnings placed
on campus do seem to be helping, as it lets peo­
ple know which places to avoid and \Vhat to be
aware of,” freshman Brian Wilhite commented
when asked about what he thinks regarding the
role taken by Campus Security on these maty
ters.

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Venezuela Election: Chavez and Capriles contest poll

Left-wing incumbent Hugo Chavez,
first elected in 1998, is being challenged by op­
position leader Henrique Capriles.

Mr Chavez wants to continue what he calls
his socialist revolution while Mr Capriles has
promised to restore economic growth.

Almost 19 million Venezuelans are eligible to
vote in the election.

Turnout has been high and voting was extend­
ed beyond the official closing time of 18:00
(22:30 GMT) at some polling stations where
big queues formed.

Mr Chavez - who is seeking a fourth term in
office - was diagnosed with cancer last year but
says he has now fully recovered. As he cast his
ballot in Caracas, Mr Chavez said the results of
the elections should be respected.

"Let's support the results and let's support the
people and let's support this democracy and the
Venezuelan republic will continue on its path
of growth," he said.

Mr Capriles also voted in Caracas, saying that
no matter what the outcome, Mr Chavez was
the first person he would call once the results
were announced.

A colourful and often controversial figure on
the international stage, President Chavez, 58,
has nationalised key sectors of the economy.

Venezuela is a major oil producer and high
oil prices over the past decade have allowed
his government to fund health-care, education
programmes and social housing.

He says he needs another term to complete his
"Bolivarian Revolution" towards socialism.

However, Mr Capriles, 40, and the opposition
say the president's policies have led to bureau­
cracy, inefficiency and shortages.

They also accuse Mr Chavez of authoritari­
anism, and of suppressing the judiciary and
silencing critics in the media.

Social media
BBC Mundo correspondents in the capital
Caracas say Chavez loyalists have been using
trumpets to sound a "wake-up" call for voters.

Mr Capriles' supporters were also banging pots
in the street in what they called their "goodbye
song" for Mr Chavez, our correspondents say.

Defence Minister Henry Rangel Silva said
the armed forces had identified some groups
planning to cause public disturbances but said
violence was "unlikely", the state news agency
AVN reported.

He also warned those who he said may be
thinking of stirring up trouble that troops were
on stand-by to quell any disturbances.

Queues formed early outside schools used as
polling stations.

Gerardo Montemarano, who was already wait­
ing to vote when the polls opened, brought a
chair with him. "I knew there was going to be a
long queue," he told the BBC.

About 100,000 Venezuelans, including about
2,000 in the UK and the Republic of Ireland,
are registered to vote at diplomatic outposts
around the world.

Hundreds of opposition supporters gathered
outside the consulate in central London as
expatriates cast their ballots.

"I don't support this government," said voter
Rebecca Anaya. "I am here because I cannot
live in that country. The security situation is
the worst thing in the world."

Both candidates have been using social media
to urge voters to cast their ballots.

A week before the election, three opposition
activists were killed during a campaign rally,
while four people were injured in a shooting
during a voting rehearsal in September.

From Saturday evening to Monday evening,
the sale of alcohol has been banned and only
the security forces will be allowed to carry
arms.

Scribe
is the only student newspaper we have and this
tragedy should have been on the front page of
the Scribe letting everyone know that we have
lost one of our own- someone from our com­
munity. I was deeply insulted by the tone of the
article. Instead of talking about the true tragedy
your writer decided that it was the student's
fault that he was shot. The article says, "Had
the victim known the area better and known
how to deal with the attacker, he may have
been able to deal with his attacker, he may
have been able to defend himself and save
his own life." How does a person deal with
someone who is trying to kill them? The entire
article was about how "international students"
have to be safe and how they have to take the
precautions. First of all everyone has to be
careful, not only International Students. Also
there is always so much we can do but tragic
accidents still happen. The article says, "We
must avoid unnecessary activities and focus 

on our agenda of getting a degree and educa­
tion at the university." The student who was
killed was just visiting a friend at a store- does
this deem "unnecessary" to you? Do we know
why he was visiting a friend? Maybe it was to
get notes or send money back home. We never
know what is necessary or unnecessary and
this entire article was based on assumptions.

Had we read something like this: Moin
Hassan, a 22-year-old graduate student in the
Electrical Engineering program was shot and
killed at Layla's Market on Fairfield Ave., on
Sept. 18. 2012 while visiting a friend. Moin
was from Bangladesh and was not even at UB
for two months. We are shocked and saddened
by this act of violence and our condolences
go out to his family. Moin's mother suffered a
brain stroke from the news and is now in the
hospital mourning the loss of her only son.
This information should have reached all stu­
dents, so we could have all mourned his loss.
Yes, we all have to be safe but Scribe could
have written it in a way that reassures the
students, not scare them or blame the person
who died. You could have quoted President Sa­
lonen, "This tragedy occurred off campus. We
want to reassure the UB community that the

University considers the safety of its students
and staff to be of utmost importance. Our
Campus Security Office deploys patrol units
throughout campus 24 hours a day, and can
provide walking escorts for those who want
them. Because of these and other measures
UB is still rated the safest residential campus
in Connecticut and has received the national
Jeanne Clery Campus Safety Award." This
was well said and while it tells us to be safe it
also reassures us that the school is taking care
of us.

UB is a community and that has been
proved by the attendance of over 200 people
at Moin's memorial on campus. We raised
over $3000 for Moin's family. I just wish that
Scribe could have also helped us positively, by
making students aware. Scribe is the student's
voice. It should be going to the students and
to all the other resources on campus to get ac­
curate information. Because if you don't have
that you will never be able to represent us. I
personally believe the Scribe has the potential
to really make a difference on this campus.
You have the power of the pen and that is the
strongest power of all.

DIY Photo to Wood Transfer Decoration

Materials- Scissors, gel gloss medium ($10 or less at crafting stores),
block of wood ($1.50), modge podge (optional), picture printed from
laser jet printer and paintbrush

Step one- Choose a picture and print it out on
your laser jet printer, make sure that the picture
fits the piece of wood that you are about to use
and that you use a mirror image of the photo so
when you transfer the photo it will not be the
reverse way.

Step two- Once the image is printed, trim the
edges off.

Step three- Using gel medium and either a
foam or regular paint brush, apply the gel me­
dium to the front of the photo (just a thin layer
not too thick now!), flip it face down and apply
it to the wood piece.

Step four- Using a credit card (or your school
ID), drag it across the image a few times to
make sure you get the excess glue and bubbles
out

Step five- Wait for the gel medium to com­
pletely dry, this may take up to several hours or
about 30 minutes to an hour on a sunny day.

Step six- Once fully dry, take a wash cloth dip
it in water and start to rub the top layer of pa­
per off of the wood piece. Do not rub hard just
enough so the top layer comes off.

And VIOLA! You now have your very own photo to wood transfer to decorate your room with. It
may take a lew trial and error runs (this happened to me as well) but letting it dry even over-night
will increase the chances of the photo transferring clearly to the wood. Stay creative!

when an Amalgam enters the track, wreaking
havoc upon everything it sets its eyes upon.

Nestled among the upscale clothing shops
and Whole Foods Market of Milford rests the in­
credible Plan B Burger bar. This restaurant spe­
cializes in a wide variety of burgers not found
at ordinary sit down joints such as the Pretzel
burger, The Squeeler, or the Burger Flight. Of
course, they also serve other restaurant norms
like nachos and salads.

Plan B, as stated on its website, prides itself
on serving your meat “fresh, not frozen, ground
in house daily from whole chucks, never pre­
formed, simple and pure.” Your burgers are al­
ways made from meat free of hormones, fillers,
and chemicals, meaning all burgers are 100%
Verified Humane. For the legal crowd, they
serve a large variety of beers and bourbons.

Each time I have been there, the staff has
been very welcoming.

get rowdy and loud in there.

Walking into the restaurant, you are greeted
with a rustic/ modem mix of decor, from the
entrance wall covered in fur and patterned to
the HD TVs over the bar always airing sporting
events.

If you arrive during the less crowded times, you
are often allowed to seat yourself, and otherwise
you will be seated by the staff.

As for the quality of food, it is absolutely
succulent. 1 always order the Pretzel burger
which is a thick patty on a pretzel bun, covered
in cheese, lettuce, and mustard. The sides are
a pickle and your choice of fries or whatever
you wish to substitute your fries for. The pretzel
bun is unsalted, but it is just right. The mustard,
mixed with the bun and meal creates a spicy yet

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NHL, Union Meet Friday, plan to talk

The NHL and NHLPA met Friday at the union
offices in Toronto, NHL deputy commissioner
Bill Daly told ESPN.com via email.

Daly was joined by commissioner Gary Bet­
tman in the meeting with NHLPA executive
director Donald Fehr and union counsel Steve
Fehr. Daly said there was nothing more to
report.

During Friday's meeting, the NHL strongly
urged the NHLPA to come up with a new
proposal, two sources told ESPN.com. In turn,
sources said, the NHLPA also asked the league
to come up with a new proposal.

Daly and Steve Fehr spoke Saturday and will
talk again Sunday to finalize the schedule for
talks next week.

It is expected that Donald Fehr and Bettman
also will speak by phone at some point this
weekend.

NHLPA spokesman Jonathan Weatherdon
said any discussions this weekend won’t be in
person.

The meeting was not announced to the
media and comes a day after the NHL can­
celed the opening two weeks of the regular
season.

Unable to work out how to split $3 billion
in hockey-related revenues with the players'
association, the NHL wiped out 82 games
from Oct. 11 through Oct. 24 -- beginning
with four on Oct. 11, which would have
been the league's opening night..

"We were extremely disappointed to have
to make today's announcement," Daly said
Thursday in a statement. "The game de­
serves better, the fans deserve better, and
the people who derive income from their
connection to the NHL deserve better.

"We remain committed to doing everything
in our power to forge an agreement that
is fair to the players, fair to the teams and
good for our fans. This is not about 'win­
ning' or 'losing' a negotiation. This is about
finding a solution that preserves the long­
term health and stability of the league and
the game. We are committed to getting this
done." .

The union countered Thursday by saying the
NHL forced the lockout instead of letting the
season go on as planned.

"The decision to cancel the first two weeks of
the NHL season is the unilateral choice of the
NHL owners," Donald Fehr said in a state­
ment. "If the owners truly cared about the
game and the fans, they would lift the lockout
and allow the season to begin on time while
negotiations continue.

"A lockout should be the last resort in bargain­
ing, not the strategy of first resort. For nearly
20 years, the owners have elected to lock
out the players in an effort to secure massive
concessions. Nevertheless, the players remain
committed to playing hockey while the parties
work to reach a deal that is fair for both sides.
We hope we will soon have a willing negotiat­
ing partner."

St. Louis Rams wide receiver Danny Amen­
dola is expected to miss about six weeks with
an injury to his collarbone, a league source told
ESPN NFL Insider Adam Schefter.
Amendola, injured in Thursday's game against
the Arizona Cardinals, suffered what the team
believes is a sternoclavicular joint separation.
While the injury is expected to sideline Amen­
dola six weeks, he could return earlier.

Rams coach Jeff Fisher had little to say about
the condition of Amendola, calling it a "com­
petitive issue." Fisher said he'd have an injury
report Wednesday regarding Amendola^

"If Danny's going to miss a game, I'll discuss
it at a time at which I'm sure that he's going to
miss a game," Fisher said Friday.

Amendola injured his shoulder on a diving at­
tempt at a catch in the second quarter of Thurs­
day night's 17-3 win.

A TV camera caught Amendola flinging his
helmet into a wall with his left hand while
walking in a tunnel to get X-rays. He had the
arm in a sling after the game, but the Rams did
not make him available to reporters.

million club option for 2013 with a $500,000
buyout, but the deal said the option would ,;.

dealt him to the Angels hist Nov-. 30 for right­
hander Tyler Chatwood. The option price had
escalated to $5.05 million.

The new deal keeps the $5.05 million for 2013
and calls for salaries of $4,975,000 for 2014
